the verb “haber”

Used by itself, Haber means
"there is” or “there are."

It can only be conjugated in the
third-person singular regard-
less of the number of objects
in the sentence.

hay — there is, there are
hubo — there was, there were
habia — there was, there were
habra — there will be

habria — there would be

Haber is also used as an
auxiliary verb when forming
the perfect tense. In that case
it means ‘“to have.”
